2) Use cardboard jig to mark circular light socket locations on the inside of pre-drilled back.  Clear wood chips from switch insert location as needed for switch to fit flush.

3) Cut two 10” pieces from line cord.  Strip and twist all ends.

4) Attach a piece of line cord to the screw terminals of each socket.

5) Thread the long line cord in (outside to inside) small hole and back out larger switch opening of the wood back.

6) Strip, twist, fasten and solder line cord ends to switch.

7) Thread line cord ends and switch back and fasten switch in place with two ¾ inch brads.

8) Cut ONE line cord lead 10-14 cm from the switch – then:

a) tie a strain relief knot in the incoming electrical lead using the cut and uncut incoming leads

b) use a wire nut to fasten the stripped wire ends of incoming lead and one wire from each lamp

c) use second wire nut to fasten the stripped wire ends of open lead from switch and the other lead from each lamp

9) Use a generous blob of hot-melt glue to fasten sockets in place.  When glue has cooled, screw in lamp, test and then remove lamps for box assembly.

10) Assemble and fasten box using Elmer’s glue and THREE 4-penny finishing nails for each corner - an efficient sequence is:

a) front and both ends

b) back (has sockets, switch)

c) bottom-closest to sockets-3 brads each side

d) stick 4 feet at outside corners of bottom plywood (a brad through each foot will keep feet in place.

e) glue (Elmer’s) two 6-inch widths of Al foil inside bottom

f) install lamps, strip protective paper from plastic top and hold in place with 4 upholstery tacks

Long term appearance will be maintained by applying a coat of stain-sealer finish of the “Mini-

Wax” type (at home).
